Recruitment Platform by the ICT Directorate. 

 

DIRECTORATE OF ACADEMIC AFFAIRS 
The Academic and Students’ Affairs Department was upgraded to a Directorate in April 2023 and 

changed from Academic and Students’ Affairs to Directorate of Academic Affairs. 

 

The Directorate of Academic Affairs is one of the Directorates under the Office of the Registrar. The 

Directorate coordinates the implementation of academic decisions of the University and assists to 

implement academic policies of the University.  The Directorate coordinates and organises Academic 

Board, Executive Committee, Academic Programmes Committee, Admissions Board meetings and 

Convocation. It also provides administrative and clerical support to these Committees and Boards.

The 23d Congregation 

was held on April 29, 2023 where seven thousand and seventy-two (7,072) students were graduated. 

 

Convocation 

The Directorate of Academic Affairs took part in the organization of the 2023 Convocation which was 

held on Friday, July 28, 2023. It was the maiden Convocation for the Vice-Chancellor after his 

assumption of office. The Vice-Chancellor therefore, reported to Convocation on happenings over the 

last one year. His reported highlighted on creation of new schools/faculties and centres, academic 

affairs, finance, physical development, ICT, staffing, appointments and promotions among others. A 

report on the 2023 Convocation had since been prepared by the Directorate of Academic Affairs and 

submitted.

The Accra Office of the University, now known as the Coordinating, Liaison and Alumni Relations 

Section liaises with all the Campuses, Faculties, Directorates, Departments, and Units at the 

University’s Central Administration in Tamale to provide essential services. These services are also 

extended to the Simon Diedong Dombo University of Business and Integrated Development Studies 

(SDD-UBIDS) and C. K. Tedam University of Technology and Applied Sciences (CKT-UTAS) which 

were created out of UDS by the government in 2019/2020. The office works hand in hand with various 

public and private institutions and individuals for the realisation of the set goals and objectives of the 

University.  

 

Functions  

The functions of the Coordinating, Liaison and Alumni Relations Section include but are not limited to 

the following: 

• intensifying the publicity drive of the University’s programmes, activities, and services; 

• responding to public inquiries about the activities of the University; 
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• facilitating protocol arrangements for travels, accommodation, acquisition of passports, visas, 

resident and work permits for staff and visiting guests of the University; 

• facilitating the clearing of goods from the port for the University; 

• representing the University at functions where necessary; 

• following-up on issues of the University with appropriate Ministries, Departments and Agencies 

(MDAs); 

• assisting in the organization of events of the University as and when the need arises; 

• taking oversight responsibilities for all properties and projects of the University within the 

Greater Accra Region and 

• Providing administrative support to Principal Officers and other staff who are in Accra on 

official assignments for the University. 

 

Major Activities Carried Out 

Responding to Public Enquiry 

The Coordinating, Liaison and Alumni Relations Section attended to parents, prospective candidates, 

individuals who visited the office to make inquiries about admissions into the various programmes of 

the University. Those who needed further details were referred to the University’s official website 

www.uds.edu.gh while those with technical challenges in completing the online admissions forms were 

directed to either send their queries through the University’s official e-mail, 

academicaffairs@uds.edu.gh or call the contact number, 030-3944335 provided on the website.  

 

Besides, a lot of past students also visited the office to explore the possibility of getting their transcripts, 

certificates, attestation letters, reference letters proficiency letters etc. from the office. It was explained 

to them that the Accra Office does not issue any of these documents since it does not keep records of 

students, a role exclusively reserved for the Directorate of Academic Affairs. They were linked up to 

the Directorate for the necessary assistance, and in the case of reference letters, they were advised to get 

in touch with their departments while in school. It is heart-warming to know that Management is 

making frantic efforts to provide online services regarding the above-mentioned documents at the 

comfort and convenience of past students of the University.   

 

Protocol Arrangement  

The Coordinating, Liaison and Alumni Relations Section, in collaboration with the Directorate of Public 

Affairs and the International Relations and Advancement Directorate, coordinated all protocol 

activities during the period under review. Some of the activities included renewing passports, residence 

and work permits, processing and picking up visas, airport pick-ups, and making hotel reservations,  

 

Some countries where protocol arrangements were facilitated for Senior Members and guests of the 

University were Togo, Nigeria, Namibia, the United States of America, Germany, Morocco, Denmark, 

the United Kingdom, Japan, Iran, Dubai, Switzerland, and Italy. 

 

UDS Governing Council Activities 

The Section, in corroboration with the Office of the Registrar, the Council Secretariat, and the 

Directorate of Public Affairs facilitated travel arrangements for Council Members to participate in 

Council’s activities including meetings in Tamale. The Accra Office links Management, the Council 

Secretariat, and the Council Members in the South.

During the period under review, the Section, in collaboration with the Procurement Directorate, the 

Office of the Pro–Pro-Vice-Chancellor, the School of Medicine, and the School of Public Health, received 

several consignments of Teaching and Learning Materials and Laboratory equipment that were 

donated to the University by some Charity organisations. 

 

The office took delivery of a photocopier from the German Development Agency (GIZ), Academic 

Certificates, assorted publications donated by the United Nations Information Centre (for both UDS 

and SDD-UBIDS), the French Embassy, and the Food and Agriculture Organization (FAO) of the United 

Nations, to the University. So far, all items received by the Accra Office on behalf of the University have 

been released to the Central Administration. 

 

Follow-ups with Appropriate MDAs  

One of the strenuous activities of the Coordinating, Liaison and Alumni Relations Section is making 

follow-ups on issues of the University with the appropriate Ministries, Departments and Agencies 

(MDAs) including relevant institutions such as the Seat of Government (Presidency), Ministry of 

Finance, Ministry of Education, Ministry of Health, Ministry of Foreign Affairs and Regional 

Integration, Ministry of Roads and Highways, Ministry of Communications & Digitization, the 

Controller and Accountant General’s Department, Ghana Health Service, Ghana Education Trust Fund 

(GETFund), Nurses & Midwifery Council, Medical & Dental Council, Ghana Tertiary Education 

Commission (GTEC), Vice-Chancellors Ghana Secretariat (VCG), the West African Examination 

Council (WAEC), Passport Office, Ghana Immigration Service, Commercial Division in the High Court 

of Justice, the United Nations Development Programme (UNDP), Registrar General’s Department, 

Tema Development Corporation (TDC), some High Commissions and Embassies in Accra and some 

Financial Institutions.   

 

Besides, the office represented the University at some functions including a Book Donation by the Food 

and Agriculture Organisation of the United Organisations (FAO) at the Noguchi Conference Hall, the 

University of Ghana on August 11, 2023, the 13th Graduation Ceremony held on January 26, 2023, by 

the Data Link Institute of Business and Technology and the Award Donation ceremony by the Africa 

One Campaign held on September 22, 2022. 

 

Project Supervision 

The Section keeps an eagle eye on the University’s parcels of land situated at South Legon and Tema. 

Both properties are in good shape. Some investors have expressed interest in developing the parcel of 

land situated at the South Legon and this is receiving the necessary attention by management. 

 

Regular Staff Meetings 

Regular staff meetings were held every quarter to discuss the activities of the office as well as the 

concerns of staff. Collective decisions were taken to administer the affairs of the office. In addition, 

frequent informal meetings were held to regularly update staff on the university’s activities and address 

emerging staff concerns. Communication and information sharing about happenings in the University 

are also disseminated to staff through the Office Noticeboard. It is worth mentioning that three staff 

received commendation letters for outstanding performance in their line of duty and three staff were 

sponsored to participate in relevant capacity training workshops. 
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UDS Guest House, Accra 

The Coordinating, Liaison and Alumni Relations Section, has an oversight responsibility over the 

activities of the UDS Guesthouse in Accra.  As part of the accountability mechanisms put in place at the 

Guesthouse, the Head of the Accra Office is the Principal Signatory to the Guest House Operational 

Account. By virtue of this position, he always vets their requests and offers technical and analytical 

advice to ensure value for money.

Transport Section 

The Transport Unit has a total of fifty-one (51) drivers with a breakdown as follows: Tamale campus 

(11), Nyankpala campus (11), City campus ((5) and Central Administration (24). The University has a 

total fleet of One hundred and One (101) Vehicles with the following breakdown; Tamale Campus (24) 

Nyankpala Campus (24) City Campus (6) and Central Administration (47). The Transport unit is 

heavily involved in the University’s Flagship programme- TTFPT, transporting students and lecturers 

to communities.

Department of Records, Appointments & Promotions, and Separations

These appointments include Deans, Directors, 

Deputy Directors, Vice-Deans, Heads of Department, Senior Hall Tutors, Unit Heads, DCROP, and 

Examination Coordinators, and many more. 

 

 Senior Members Promotions 

The Senior Member Appointments and Promotions Board considered the external assessment reports 

of staff and approved those who applied to be promoted to senior Lecturer and its equivalent ranks. 

The Board also recommended the approval of the Council for those seeking promotion to Professorial 

ranks and their equivalents. The table below contains a summary of the promotions.

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Training Programme on IPPD II 

Staff of the Directorate participated in a two-week training programme on IPPD II organised by the 

Controller and Accountant Generals Department (CAGD). The training aimed to provide staff with the 

relevant expertise to facilitate the migration of the University’s payroll onto the CAGD. Furthermore, 

the Directorate, within the period, had also nominated some staff to attend a capacity-building 

workshop on IPPD II to consolidate the learning experience on IPPDII. 

 

 Employee Exit 

During the period under review, 19 staff members proceeded on retirement at the statutory age of 60, 

comprising 11 Senior Members, one (1) Senior Staff, and seven (7) Junior Staff. Also, 12 staff members 

voluntarily resigned from the services of the University, and nine (9) staff members passed on to 

eternity.  

 

Department of Training and Development 

The Department's primary function is to identify and provide staff training to equip them with the 

requisite knowledge, skills, and competencies required for effective job performance to enable the 

University to achieve its mandate. The Department also enforces strict compliance with the rules and 

regulations governing all kinds of leave rights. 

 

 Processing of Annual Leave 

During the year under review, the Department received and processed 556 leave applications. The 

applications comprised 283 senior members, 168 senior staff, and 105 junior staff. The applications were 

processed based on leave roasters submitted by Heads of Department/Section/Unit. 

 

Staff Development 

To improve upon the staff skills and competencies, increase productivity and enhance the overall 

performance of the University, the department carried out the following staff development activities 

within the year under review: 

 

Processing of Study Leave  

The Department received and processed 160 study leave applications from staff who indicated their 

intentions to pursue further studies for the 2022/2023 Academic year. Of this number, 110 applications 

were approved by the Scholarship Committee. Of the 110 approved applications, 48 staff obtained 

admissions to pursue various study programmes. The Department also received 33 applications from 

staff indicating their intentions to pursue further studies in the 2023/2024 Academic year.  

 

Staff on Study Leave 

A total of 104 staff, comprising teaching and non-teaching, were pursuing various study programmes 

within and outside the country. Of this number, 26 teaching staff were on full-time study, while 31 were 

on part-time. Six (6) Non-Teaching staff were also on full-time study while 41 were on Part-Time. 

 

Staff on Amnesty Study Leave 

Following the Academic Board’s decision to grant amnesty to staff who had enrolled in various study 

programmes without approved study leave, upon the recommendation of the Scholarship Committee, 
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the Department processed 215 approval letters for staff to continue with their study programmes. Of 

this number, 84 were teaching staff, and 131 were non-teaching. 

 

Staff Due to Complete their Study Programmes 

Within the year, nine (9) teaching and non-teaching staff pursuing various study programmes were 

expected to complete and report to work. Of this number, five (5) staff had resumed, and four (4) had 

been granted study leave extension. 

 

Training of Staff 

During the period under review, the Department collaborated with various 

Faculties/Schools/Directorates/Departments to organise training workshops for all categories of staff. 

These include Senior Members (Teaching and Non-Teaching), Administrative support staff, Drivers, 

Gardeners and Labourers, and Cleaners and Conservancy Labourers. The Department also collaborated 

with external institutions such as the Tamale Technical University and UDS Affiliate Colleges of 

Education to organise workshops for UDS drivers and the affiliate colleges' administrative support 

staff. 

 

Department of Human Resource Planning and Research, and Payroll Administration 

The Department of Human Resource Planning and Research. The Department is the University data 

hub. The core mandate of the Department is to manage and maintained an up-to-date electronic data 

of staff and students, and provide same to both internal and external stakeholders of the University. 

The Department undertook the following activities during the period under review. 

 

Digitization of Staff Records 

The Department started inputting personnel records into the HR management system. The digitisation 

process consisted of four phases: data entry, scanning and uploading of certificates and documents, and 

scanning and uploading of passport pictures.  About 35% of the data entry process was completed. 

 

Provision of Annual Institutional Data to Ghana Tertiary Education Commission  

The Department, in collaboration with relevant departments of the University, collated, processed, and 

submitted data on the University to the Ghana Tertiary Education Commission (GTEC). The number 

of staff in the report was 2,044 whilst that of students was 28,014. Tables 1 and 2 summarised staff 

strength and student enrolment during the reporting period.

The Directorate during the 2022/2023 Academic Year monitored the course registration of students 

across the Schools/ Faculties of the University. The First and Second Trimesters monitoring were 

carried out in line with the Academic Calendar of the University. The essence of the exercise was to 
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advice Management on the progress of course registration and the consequences on students’ 

examination and results upload.  

 

vi. Monitoring of Upload of Results of First and Second Trimesters of 2022/2023 Academic Year 

The Directorate monitored the progress of uploaded results of First and Second Trimesters of 2022/2023 

Academic Year across the Faculties/Schools of the University. The monitoring revealed that as many 

as 378 courses were not assigned to any teaching staff. In the case of the Second Trimester, the 

monitoring also revealed that 318 courses were not assigned to any teaching staff. In all cases, the 

Directorate sent out the report to Deans who then expedited action on the upload of the results. 

 

vii. Quality Assurance Workshop 

The Directorate organised a day workshop for Quality Assurance Officers and Campus Examination 

Officers on the role of the officers in ensuring quality teaching and learning in their respective Faculties, 

Schools and Departments. The workshop was facilitated by the Director. The Officers were taken 

through the history of quality Assurance in UDS since 2008, the mandate and functions of the 

Directorate, the role of Quality Assurance Committees and the role of Quality Assurance Officers. 

 

viii. Meeting with Deans and HoDs in the University Campuses  

The Directorate held stakeholders meeting with Deans and Heads of Departments (HoDs) across the 

Campuses of the University. The meetings were held on 6th, 14th and 15th June, 2023 in Nyankpala, 

Tamale and City Campus, respectively. The agenda of the Campus meetings were on three items: issues 

on course assignments, results upload and postgraduate teaching in the University. The meetings were 

necessitated by the review of the 23rd Congregation on one hand and the need for HoDs and Deans to 

be more responsible in ensuring that course assignments, results upload and postgraduate teaching 

was done, on the other hand in line with the University Academic Calendar.  

 

ix. Vetting of Students’ Results for the First and Second Trimesters of 2022/2023 Academic Year 

The Directorate organized a two-day vetting exercise of results for the First and Second Trimesters of 

2022/2023 Academic Year. The results were vetted across Faculties/Schools of the University. The 

exercise is to ensure that all results required to be uploaded onto the University Campus Manager 

(UCM) are done to ensure quality assurance standards.  

 

x.  Quality Assurance Audit 

The Directorate conducted a Special Academic Audit of marked Scripts in the School of Nursing and 

Midwifery. This Special Academic Audit was undertaken on the backdrop of a tip-off on alleged 

malfeasance in the Marked Scripts of Students in the School. The Special Academic Audit revealed a 

few infringements that were addressed. 

 

xi. Preparation of Statistics on the Accreditation Status of University Programmes 

The Directorate prepared and submitted statistics on the list of University accredited and unaccredited 

programmes to the Registrar. The exercise revealed that eighty percent of the University academic 

programmes were duly accredited while the twenty percent unaccredited programmes were submitted 

awaiting Assessment by GTEC Panel. 
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xii. Working Visit to GTEC   

The Director of Academic Planning and Quality Assurance and a representative of the School of 

Medicine attended a meeting at GTEC to discuss matters related to the re-accreditation of BSc. 

Anesthesia programme. The meeting was an invitation from GTEC to the University to discuss specific 

issues such as tracer studies; approval by Dental and Medical Council and entry qualifications of 

applicants of the programme. 

 

The Director paid a day working visit to GTEC to follow up on Accreditation Certificates, Accreditation 

Reports and programmes that were pending Assessment by GTEC Panel. The visit was fruitful as 

sixteen (16) accreditation certificates were received as well as some Accreditation Reports. 

 

xiii. Participation in Meeting  

The Deputy Director on behalf of the University attended the Science, Technology, and Mathematics 

(STEM) workshop organized by the Council for Scientific and Industrial Research (CSIR) of Ghana at 

the UDS Academic Board Chamber on 22nd March, 2023. The workshop was on how to monitor 

educational outcomes through the use of indicators. The CSIR presented some of the indicators for 

discussion and asked for inputs from the participants. The Council was to incorporates the inputs and 

share the indicators with Participants. 

 

xiv. Presentation of Students Results for Special Congregation 

The Directorate compiled the list of graduating students for the April 2023 Annual Special Graduation 

of the University. The main graduation ceremony for students of the University who were supposed to 

have graduated in November 2022 also took part in the Special Congregation ceremony. Whereas 6,715 

undergraduate and 210 postgraduate students respectively graduated in the November 2022, 150 

postgraduate students and ninety-one (91) BSc Nursing sandwich students graduated in the Special 

Congregation. 

 

xv. Affiliation Issues

Activities and Meetings – Office of Dean of Students 

The Office of the Dean of Students’ Affairs (DoSA) embarked on the following activities during the 

period under review: 

1. In November 2022, DoSA worked with the WPD and the SRC to conduct an audit into the state 

of lecture halls and accompanying teaching and learning facilities on the various campuses with 

a view to creating an inspiring and conducive environment for students and lecturers. 

Recommendations submitted to the Vice-Chancellor are being acted upon.   

2. The office, in January 2023, successfully organised an orientation programme for the 2022/2023 

GRASAG/SRC/NUGS Executive Officers on lines of communication in the University, Guidance 

and Counseling Services, Finance and Budgeting, Procurement, Auditing,  and documentation 

relating to financial transactions, among others.  

3. In January 2023, DoSA in collaboration with the SRC, Transport Unit, Ayalolo Company Limited 

and the Regional Coordinating Council launched a shuttle bus service that operates from town 

centre to the Tamale Campus, and from the Tamale Campus to the Tamale Teaching Hospital.  
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4. In March 2023, DoSA organised a strategy session involving participants from the Directorate of 

Public Affairs, Security Section, SRC/NUGS, Counselling Unit, Hall Masters and Tutors to map 

out strategies to tackle growing incidents of rape and assault in private hostels around the Tamale 

Campus.  

5. As part of activities marking the annual SRC Week Celebrations, DoSA collaborated with the SRC 

in June 2023, to invite the Regional Police Commander for the Northern Region to address 

students on safety issues. 

6. In May 2023, DoSA in collaboration with the Security Section and the Police Post on the Tamale 

Campus visited and interacted with owners and managers of private hostels as part of efforts to 

improve on safety and well-being of students.  

7. In June 2023, DoSA partnered with the Security Section to liaise with the Regional Police 

Command to start night patrols on the Tamale Campus and in the private hostels around the 

Campus.   

8. DoSA participated in the annual orientation seminar for levels 100, 200 and 300 students on study 

skills, and choice of courses and study programmes at the various Faculties/Schools of the UDS    

9. The elections of the SRC/NUGS Executive Officers for Nyankpala and Tamale Campuses were 

held, and handing over done. Ms. Rukaya Hussein and Ms. Swaad Abdallah were elected SRC 

Presidents for the Tamale and Nyankpala Campuses respectively. However, two students are in 

court over the outcome of the Tamale Campus elections.  

10. DoSA coordinated issues pertaining to students’ scholarships particularly in relation to those of 

the Ghana National Petroleum Corporation Foundation (GNPC Foundation), MTN Foundation, 

and the Standard Chartered Bank. 

11. In February 2023, DoSA collaborated with RAINS, a Tamale-based NGO to offer financial 

assistance to 2 students to enable them secure residential accommodation, and to support their 

stay on Campus.  

12.  DoSA held consultations with Deans on the Tamale Campus on a proposed Financial Aid Scheme 

for students. Discussions will continue with Deans on the Nyankpala Campus. 

13. In February 2023, DoSA partnered with the SRC to mobilise emergency relief supplies for students 

after their hostel was completely burnt down in a fire incident.  

14. DoSA actively participated in an SDGs summit organised by the local NUGS of UDS in 

partnership with SWIDA Ghana, Songtaaba and RAINS.  

15. In July 2023, DoSA facilitated and supported the participation of ENACTUS UDS to participate 

in the ENACTUS Ghana National Exposition on social innovation that featured 12 Universities in 

Ghana.

Residential Facilities  

The campus has three halls and a Graduate hostel with a total bed capacity of 646. Jeddah hall, named 

after Islamic Bank of Jeddah that contributed towards its erection, has a bed capacity of 274, two 

students per room. The ground and third floors are occupied by males while the first and second floors 

are occupied by females. Union Hall (Gentlemen) and Nyankpala Hall (Ladies) have 200 and 152 beds 

respectively with occupancy of four per room.

The residential facility user fee (RFUF) was increased to enable the halls 

to break even. The halls will be rehabilitated in the next academic year.

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labour and ensures steadiness in routine administration and service delivery. The Directorate continues 

to pursue and maintain a robust and secure ICT infrastructure tailored towards best student experience 

and wider access.  

 

Fundamentally, all operations of the directorate are tailored towards achieving the University’s 

strategic objectives through conception and implementation of emerging technologies that will align 

the University with prevailing standards. The directorate currently has a staff strength of 20; comprising 

of 2 senior Members, 17 senior Staff and 1 Junior Staff.

During the year under review, the Directorate accomplished the following tasks: 

University Campus Manager (UCM) Enterprise Version: The Directorate upgraded the University 

Campus Manager (UCM) to address some pertinent issues observed in the operations of the earlier 

version. This new version has incorporated features that will ensure efficient management of student 

lifecycle.  

• The new admissions module includes an instant verification feature aimed at ensuring sanctity of 

the University’s admissions 

• Timetable management has further been improved to aid in efficient management of lecture hall 

allocation. This planner supports management of both lectures and examinations within a 

particular trimester and academic year 

• Matriculation of students has now been completely digitized allowing students remote 

confirmation of participation in the event 

• A module introduced in this new version of UCM has completely digitized activities of the Third 

Trimester Field Practical Programme (TTFPP) and other industrial attachment, providing for 

remote monitoring of attendance, digital reporting and real-time transmission of assessment 

results of students 

• A new mobile app has been developed to reflect the pattern of access to UCM by students. This 

mobile companion is a replica of the web version of UCM, and includes instant notification of 

some selected services. Versions for both Android and IOS devices are available for free download 

 

UDS Wide Area Network (WAN): The Directorate designed and deployed a UDS’ wholly owned Wide 

Area Network (WAN). The base station is at Dungu campus, and provides services to Nyankpala, City 

and Tamale Teaching Hospital campuses. The success of this project has further strengthened the 

security and reliability of the University’s network since no third-party is involved in service delivery 

to the three (3) satellite sites of the University. 

 

Further, we exploited this architecture to enhance Wi-Fi coverage of all four (4) sites of the University. 

Decentralization of ICT Services: In our quest to ensure high responsiveness of ICT support, 

administrative ICT services support have now been completely transferred to 

Faculties/Schools/Institutes. This strategy is aimed at promoting localized ICT services support as a 
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means of dealing with increasing student numbers and bringing comfort to both faculty and students. 

The success has been remarkable since almost all students’ results issues have now been addressed. It 

is also envisaged that hands-on experiences drawn from Faculties/Schools/Institutes will further help 

in the perfection of the system. 

 

Online Request for Academic Services: All academic services of the University can now be requested 

online.  This intervention is in recognition of the need to bring the University’s services ever closer to 

all students, alumni and the general public. Requests for services are now made online, and progress 

can also be tracked online upon confirmation.  

 

To confirm a request, payment can be made at all partner banks of the University. Collection of 

completed services can either be delivered via a courier service or self-pickup depending on one’s 

preference. Testimonies so far prove that speed of service delivery has improved tremendously 

following the introduction of this platform.

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SCHOOL OF DENTISTRY 
The School of Dentistry (SoD) was created out of the School of Medicine (SoM) in September 2022 

during the restructuring exercise of the faculties and programmes in the University. The School is 

established on the premise of becoming a centre of excellence in oral health research and clinical 

training in Ghana and beyond, create a niche in curative, rehabilitative, preventive and 

Occupational health in Oral Health, to facilitate the mandate of the University.  

 

The Dean of the Medical School was asked to lead to work on the curriculum and search for a 

foundation Dean and staff for the Bachelor of Science (BSc.), Bachelor of Dental Surgery (BDS) of the 

Dental Program. Thus, by September 2022, a foundation Dean in the person of Dr. Dr. Emmanuel Kofi 

Amponsah was appointed. The curriculum was also developed and has been reviewed by the Ghana 

Tertiary Education Commission (GTEC) with provisional accreditation subject to responding to 

comments for improvement of the programme. This presupposes the need to plan toward admitting 

students for the 2023/24 academic year. In order to realise this goal, a six (6)-member committee was 

set by the Deans of the School of Medicine and School of Dentistry to explore the preparations and 

readiness as well as plans for possible admission of students for the 2023/2024 academic year. 

 

The Foundation Dean SoD together with the Dean of SoM have responded to the comments raised by 

GTEC after reviewing the curriculum. Secondly, preparations have been done to welcome and teach 

the dental students, should GTEC give the go-ahead.  

 

Proposed Student Population 

As standard practice and to have adequate time for the students, thirty (30) dental students were 

recommended for admission. This is to ensure each student has the opportunity to obtain practical 

hands-on experience with the phantom head and the laboratory and clinical activities leading to the 

award of the BSc. BDS.  

 

Programme/Faculty 

The programme is divided into two broad phases: Pre-clinical and clinical phases respectively. The Pre-

clinical is similar to the existing MBChB programme in the School of Medicine. As a result, faculty from 

the School of Medicine will augment the Dean of the School of Dentistry to teach the students during 

the pre-clinical phase. Some staff have also been sponsored for further studies and are at various levels 

of their studies. It is hoped that by the time the students would get to the clinical phase, the faculty on 

study leave would have completed and come to augment the current staff.

FACULTY OF BIOSCIENCES 
The Faculty of Biosciences (FoB) was established in October 2020 following the approval of the report 

of the Committee for restructuring of Faculties and Schools by the Governing Council of the University 

for Development Studies. It comprises six departments and a centre.  

 

The Department of Fisheries and Aquatic Resources Management of the Faculty of Natural Resources 

and Environment, and the Department of Biotechnology of the then Faculty of Agriculture were carved 

out to establish this new Faculty. In addition, four new departments and a centre were created. The 

departments are Biological Sciences, Biochemistry and Molecular Biology, Microbiology, and Forensic 

Sciences. The Centre is the West African Centre for Inland Fisheries & Aquaculture (WACIFA). 

 

The Faculty envisions to be a Centre of Excellence in the creation and dissemination of knowledge 

related to biological sciences for societal needs.

visit by the accreditation team and correspondence with the institution responsible for the accreditation 

– AQAS e.V. in Germany.

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Climate Resilience and Ecosystems Restoration Awareness Campaign 

Embarked on a climate resilience and ecosystems restoration awareness campaign in selected 

communities in the Kumbungu District, Kassena-Nankana Municipality and Nandom 

Municipality, under the Climate Resilience of Ecosystems (CRES) project. The Project is  

funded by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Denmark is led by WACWISA, in partnership 

with other eight (8) research and academic institutions and private entities in Ghana, Burkina 

Faso and Denmark. The project aims to support six (6) indigenous tree spe cies including 

baobab (Adansonia digitata), bombax (Bombax costatum), marula (Sclerocarya birrea) lannea (Lannea spp), 

jujube (Ziziphus mauritiana) and locust bean (Parkia biglobosa) through establishment of tree 

nurseries and raising seedlings the planting of 20,000 of the native/indigenous tree species 

across the project communities in Ghana as well as the conduct of research and establishment 

of market linkages.  

 

WACWISA UDS Participates in the 8 th and 9th Regional Workshops of the ACE Impact 

Project in Banjul, The Gambia and Marrakech, Morocco.  

During the period, a delegation from the West African Centre for Water, Irrigation and Sustainable 

Agriculture (WACWISA), led by the Vice Chancellor, participated in the 8th and 9th Regional 

Workshops of the Africa Centre of Excellence (ACE) Impact Project in Banjul, Gambia, and Marrakech, 

Morocco respectively.  

WACWISA-UDS Partners on Implementation Of CIRAWA  
WACWISA-UDS met with a team on 26th June 2023 from Fundacion Cartif, Spain who are leading the 

implementation of the Agroecological Solutions for Resilient Farming in West Africa (CIRAWA). 

WACWISA together with other 13 partners from 9 countries as implementing partners of CIRAWA are 

working with smallholder farmers in West Africa to improve food nutrition, local livelihoods and 

ecosystem health using new agroecological-based practices that build on existing local and scientific 

knowledge to help create more resilient food supply chains in 8 regions across Cape Verde, Ghana, 

Senegal and the Gambia.  

 

WACWISA-UDS Offers Technical Training in Solar Powered Irrigation Systems (SPIS) 

WACWISA organized a 4-day technical training in solar powered irrigation systems (SPIS) for experts 

and students across Ghana with a total of twenty (20) individuals participating. The project forms part 

of a Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) between WACWISA- UDS and GIZ-Green People’s 

Energy, on technical and curriculum training in Solar Powered Irrigation Systems (SPIS) in Ghana. The 

project is was implemented in Northern, North East, Savannah, Upper East and Upper West regions. 

The Green People’s Energy Project (GPE) has been commissioned by the German Federal Ministry of 

Economic Cooperation and Development (BMZ) with the German Agency for International 

Cooperation (GIZ) and the Ministry of Energy of Ghana jointly implementing the project. The main 

objective of the project is to improve the conditions for supplying rural regions in selected African 

countries, including Ghana, with decentralized renewable energy. The project offers citizens in sub-

Saharan Africa innovative technical and financial support to use solar energy in rural areas to improve 

their livelihoods and household incomes. Green People’s Energy project promotes the use of solar 

technologies in agriculture and for the electrification of social institutions in rural areas.

WACWISA-UDS and UNIDO PARTNERSHIP 
WACWISA partnered UNIDO on the implementation of “Technology Transfer of Improved Roaster for Shea 

Butter Processing” under the UNIDO Project SAP ID 170220.  Under this partnership WACWISA-UDS 

promoted the “Improved WACWISA Roaster” which was developed and prototyped by WACWISA 

and has the following features; promotes even mixing of crushed Shea nuts allowing even distribution 

of heat, allows faster and uniform roasting, even distribution of heat energy across roaster drum, 

reduces energy/fuelwood consumption and thus reduce effect on climate, contributes to improved 

Shea butter quality, simple, less costly, easy to fabricate and use by the women in the context of 

economic, cultural and environmental considerations and results in over 40 % increase in Shea butter 

yield and up to 30 % increase in Stearic, Oleic, Palmitic and Linoleic Free Fatty Acids (FFAs) 

concentration.  The partnership supported the creation of awareness on the improved Shea roaster 

through training, technology transfer on the fabrication of the improved Shea roaster to 50 local artisans 

and 55 Shea processor groups in Upper East, Upper West and Northern regions on the fabrication and 

use of the new and improved roaster. 55 improved roasters were also distributed to women’s processor 

groups.  

 

The implementation of this service agreement was anchored around the SDGs particularly in SDG 1, 2, 

3, 5, 7, 8, 9, 10, 12, 13, 15 and 17 and the Africa Union Agenda 2063 and more importantly, aspirations 

1 and 6 as well as the National Export Strategy for Non-Traditional Sector of the Ministry of Trade and 

Industry, Ghana which presents Shea butter as an important and priority product also places emphasis 

on the importance of this agreement.
